Condux International, Incorporated warrants to the original purchaser for use that the goods or 
any component thereof manufactured by Condux International will be free from defects in 
workmanship for a period of 1 year from the date of purchase, provided such goods are 
installed, maintained, and used in accordance with Condux written instructions.  
 
Components not manufactured by Condux International but used within the assembly provided 
by Condux International are subject to the warranty period as specified by the individual 
manufacturer of said component, provided such goods are installed, maintained, and used in 
accordance with Condux’s and the original manufacturer’s written instructions. 
 
Condux’s sole liability and the purchaser’s sole remedy for a failure of goods under this limited 
warranty, and for any and all claims arising out of the purchase and use of the goods, shall be 
limited to the repair or replacement of the goods that do not conform to this warranty. 
 
To obtain repair or replacement service under the limited warranty, the purchaser must contact 
the factory for a Return Material Authorization (RMA). Once obtained, send the RMA along

3. Retighten the knobs after adjustments. 

 
4. Position the fork over the center tube and secure it with the

Setup Procedure 
 

1. Place adapter over the manhole 
2. Loosen knobs and slide movable out until they contact 

the manholes edge 
3. Tighten knobs 
4. Slide plate to center over the pull 
5. Position retaining fork over tube and secure thumb 

screws 
6. Maneuver the cable glider cable puller so the its front 

pivoting arm rests in the retaining fork
